FEDERAL LOAN LIMIT

The Direct Unsubsidized loan
limit for a fourth year student is
$42,722. Students may apply for
a Grad PLUS Loan which could
cover the remaining Cost of
Attendnace, if necessary.

Financial aid is assistance for most
education related expenses. It
cannot cover every expense a
student might incur during their
educational program.

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CLERKSHIP ALLOWANCE

The Clerkship Allowance category helps account
for additional expenses related to your
clerkships. This could include travel costs, fees,
or living expenses. This allowance is calculated at
11% of Housing/Food and Personal/Medical:
$21,400 + $5,400 = $26,800

$26,800 x 11% = $2,948

BUDGET ADJUSTMENTS FOR COMPUTERS
Students who purchase a computer for their
program can be reimbursed in that academic
year (up to $2,000) through a Grad PLUS Loan
SWSSWA Budget Adjustment. Computer must meet KCU's

technology guidelines. Adjustments cannot be
approved the last semester of the program.
